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2023 Optional Trip Form

The optional trips are a great way for campers to explore Cape Cod and New England. Trips are
not included in tuition, additional fees apply. The cost of the trip does not include spending
money. The information below is useful in selecting optional trips. Many trips have a maximum
enrollment, and are first come first served. Trips may be subject to cancellation, or
substitution in the event of insufficient registration.

BE ADVISED THAT THERE MUST BE A 48 HOUR NOTICE GIVEN TO THE CAMP OFFICE
OF ANY CHANGES (ADDED OR DROPPED TRIPS) MADE TO THE CAMPER'S TRIP FORM.
TRIPS CANCELLED BY PARENTS AFTER THAT CANNOT BE REFUNDED. TRIPS
CANCELLED BY CAMP WILL BE REFUNDED.

IN ORDER FOR CAMPERS TO BE ALLOWED TO GO ON TRIPS, THERE MUST BE A
COPY OF A HEALTH INSURANCE CARD AND CAMP HEALTH FORM ON FILE.

A Day in Boston Campers spend the day exploring Boston'’s historic Back Bay. Visit Faneuil
Hall marketplace, see area historic landmarks, take a ride on the swan boats
and enjoy a picnic lunch on Boston Common. Shopping available as time
permits. Itinerary may change due to weather considerations.

New England Aquarium | The New England Aquarium, located on Boston Harbor, is home to
thousands of aquatic animals from northern fur seals to giant pacific octopus
to blue penguins. View and feed fish at the 9000 gallon concave habitat.
Campers will learn about marine life and enjoy an IMAX theater presentation.

Water Wizz Water Wizz is a water park located in Wareham, MA that is approx. 30
minutes from the camp. It offers of variety of attractions to ensure fun for all
ages. Campers love a leisurely float in a tube on the running river as well as
the thrilling Hurricane Hill. Over 50 ft high Hurricane Hill hosts 3 serpentine
slides and 2 speed slides.

Martha's Vineyard Campers will participate in a day trip leaving from Woods Hole via ferry and
arriving in Oak Bluffs. Once on the island campers will see sites such as the
cliffs of Gay Head, the Gingerbread Houses, the light house and the oldest
working carousel; the "Flying Horses". Maybe if there is time even a stop at
the ice cream shop before heading home.

Plimoth - Patuxet Start the day with a walking tour of the Plymouth water front. Then go back in
Museums time and experience how the early settlers of America lived. Meet the
American Indians who helped the settlers survive the first winter and visit the
ship that brought them to Massachusetts in 1620. Learn what it was like to
live in that time, what was expected of each citizen and what it took to
survive.




Whale Watch

Whale Watch cruises are generally three and a half to four hours long led by
experienced captains and are narrated by expert naturalists. The trip begins
as the boat navigates through Barnstable Harbor heading out toward Cape
Cod Bay. Campers will view acres of coastal salt marsh and a barrier beach
system called Sandy Neck. They will see an historic cottage colony with a
150 year old lighthouse of the same name. Be ready to spot any one of these
whale... blue whale, fin whale, right whale, humpback and minke.

Try and review the attached trip descriptions
with your child prior to signing them up. ** The vendors of these trips ask us to confirm participant numbers
two weeks prior to the day of the trip. As such, last minute additions may only be allowed if another
camper cancels. *AThese trips require an additional medical release. See trip description for details.
